HISTORY OF HANDISUP
1998 : Creation
Handisup University of Rouen was created by Jean-Jacques MALANDAIN, a research engineer who was chosen as official representative of students and people affected by disabilities at the University of Rouen.
2000 : First concrete actions
( A first person was employed in March 2000 to organize the “Disability – Higher Education – Employment” plan of action.
( HANDISUP signed a partnership with the University of Rouen, the University of Le Havre, INSA-Rouen and ISPP-Rouen.
( Agefiph Normandie began to support HANDISUP.
2001 : Our actions developped throughout the Haute-Normandie region
HANDISUP University of Rouen changed its corporate name to HANDISUP Haute-Normandie.
( Thanks to the partnership signed with the University of Le Havre, INSA-Rouen and ISPP-Rouen, the association spanned the whole Haute-Normandie region.
( A report entitled “Before higher education, guiding high school pupils with disabilities towards their professional careers : an analysis of present facts” was published with the cooperation of the PRIS research laboratory at the University of Rouen.
( The European Social Fund (ESF) began to support HANDISUP.
( The Haute-Normandie Region began to support HANDISUP.
( The 1st HANDISUP Day was organized on November 21st 2001 : 100 people were present at the inauguration of the new premises at the Maison de l'Université.
( The Handisup Club (free access to a computer room) and the common room opened.
( The “H-Horizons” tool aimed at advising and guiding young people with disabilities with their professional careers was developed in cooperation with the PRIS research laboratory at the University of Rouen.
2002 : Communicating
( HANDISUP attended the “Forum des Métiers pour Demain” for the first time (at the Parc des expositions in Rouen).
( HANDISUP made an introduction at the symposium on “Research and Disability” in Lyons in December 2002.
( The first brochure and the first logo were designed.
( “HANDISUP INFO” (the first association newspaper) was published.
2003 : A European year
( The 2nd HANDISUP Days were organized on November 12th and 13th in Mont Saint Aignan : the themes were “Disability – Higher Education – Professional careers – Any progress in Haute-Normandie ?”. 160 people were present at this event that was supported as part of the European Year of People with Disabilities.
( HANDISUP made an introduction at the “National days of welcoming students with disabilities” on January 23rd and 24th 2003 in Rouen.
( HANDISUP made an introduction at the symposium on “Integrating people with disabilities : what are the means of action in Europe and in France ?” on December 10th and 11th 2003 in Le Havre. 
( HANDISUP made an introduction at the symposium entitled “All ready to succeed” on December 16th 2003 in Rouen. 
( HANDISUP made an introduction at the HANDISCOL' symposium on June 4th 2003 in Mont Saint Aignan. 
( HANDISUP attended the “Forum des Enseignements supérieurs de la Pointe de Caux” for the first time.
( ”Culture, tourism and students with disabilities” : a day out in Le Havre on March 13th 2003.
( A secretary was employed.
( HANDISUP was awarded the First prize of the 2003 AG2R “Social Innovation” Trophies.
2004 : Coming closer to regional businesses and setting up a plan of actions to improve student life
( The “1st Meet and Greet” (between disabled students and businesses) was organized on November 16th 2004 in Mont Saint Aignan. 160 people (including 40 people working in businesses) were present at this event that took place during the French week of the employment of people with disabilities. Both businesses and students with disabilities really appreciated it.
( HANDISUP'Anim was set up as part of a plan of sociocultural actions.
( HANDISUP was awarded the Second “Disability” prize by AG2R in November 2004.
2005 : Heightening our awareness towards fighting against prejudice
( A partnership between the “section BTS audiovisuel” of Corneille High School in Rouen and director Nuria Prigent resulted in the creation of a consciousness-raising video report entitled “Nous, les autres” (“We, the others”).
( A board game tournament was organized on April 2nd 2005 in Mont Saint Aignan between teams of students with and without disabilities (44 contestants) – each game was adapted to all sorts of disabilities.
( The “2nd Meet and Greet” (between disabled students and businesses) was organized on November 15th 2005 in Mont Saint Aignan. This event took place during the French week of the employment of people with disabilities and met again with success.
( The first HANDISUP' Anim tournament took place on April 2nd 2005.
( A theatre club was set up on a weekly basis.
( The Seine-Maritime department began to support HANDISUP.
( The Foundation of France began to support HANDISUP so as to develop actions between students with and without disabilities.
2006 : Fighting against discrimination
( The 2nd tournament was organized between teams of students with and without disabilities (42 contestants) on April 1st 2006.
( The “3rd Meet and Greet” (between disabled students and businesses) was organized on November 14th 2006 in Mont Saint Aignan. This event took place during the French week of the employment of people with disabilities. 32 businesses came to meet students with disabilities looking for work experiences, sponsorships, summer jobs or regular jobs.
( HANDISUP joined the “Fighting against discrimination” network set up by the Haute-Normandie Region.
2007 : A new Law and new partners
( HANDISUP signed a partnership with the Seine-Maritime “Maison Départementale des Personnes Handicapées”.
( “En avant Paris !” was a cultural day out that was organized on May 12th 2007 : 40 students with and without disabilities visited the Cité des Sciences et de l'Industrie and the Musée d'Orsay.
( HANDISUP took part in the regional “Fighting against discrimination” contest.
( HANDISUP was evaluated by the Haute-Normandie Region.
